2. Emma Hitt—“The Critical Component of All Success” 
Manual: Competent Communicator, Speech #10, (Inspire your Audience). Time: 8-10 
min. 
Obj: Inspire audience by appealing to noble motives and challenging the audience to 
achieve a higher level of believes or achievement. Appeal to the audience’s needs and 
emotions, using stories, anecdotes and quotes to add drama. Avoid using notes.

3. Ilya Filvinsky—“A Simple solution to Live Life to its Fullest” 
Manual: Advanced Communication Series, Public Relations. Time: 5-7 min 
Obj:  Direct a persuasive appeal to the audience’s self interest using facts/emotions in 
speech that appears extemporaneous; persuade audience to adopt your viewpoints by the 
use of standard persuasive techniques; use at least one visual aid to enhance audience’s 
understanding. 
 
-Ilya mentioned about the rat race we face each day at work and how to enjoy life. 
 

4. Jim Dawson—“May I Help You” 
Manual: Advanced Manual, The Persuasive Speaker, Speech #1, The Effective 
Salesperson, Time: 8-12 min 
Obj. Learn a technique for selling an inexpensive product in a retail store; recognize a 
buyer’s thought process in making a purchase; elicit information from a prospective 
buyer through questions; match the buyer’s situation with the most appropriate product.
